10.3  Three races must be completed to constitute a series.

10.4  When 4 or more races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores
excluding her worst score.

10.5  Scores for categories Girls and Cadets (up to 12 years old) will be taken from overall results
unchanged.



10.6  First race will be also scored as team race. Winner of this team race will be team from same country
with 4 best placed boats in that race.

11.2  The Organizing Authority and any other party involved in the organization of the Cup accept no
liability whatsoever for any injury, damage, death, loss or claim, whether personal or material, incurred
by or inflicted to participants before, during or after the Cup.

12 INTERNATIONAL JURY

12.1  An International Jury will be constituted in accordance with RRS Appendix N.

13.1  The first, second and third placed competitors in each category will be awarded.

14.1  All competitors, owners of boats and his guests give Organizers all rights for photos, videos of persons
and boats before, during and after regatta in media inclusive publicity & press materials for all
Organizers activity.
